Framing the Data

As previously reported:

We anticipated a dip in our assessments due to:
2020-21 school year
e not all students tested
e many students online and chose not to participate in testing
e not atypical year; not a depiction of all students

We did not see the drop in fall 2020 scores as anticipated



Framing the Data

After the 2020-2021 SY, with ongoing disruptions to learning, we did
see aslight decrease in ELA and math scores in the fall of 2021

In the fall of 2022, after the 2021-2022 SY with more typical

instructional consistency, we are seeing a rebound to fall of 2020
levels in math

Moving upward, but not yet returned to pre-COVID aggregate in ELA

Initiated a Teaching & Learning Framework for district (Dec 2021-Jan
2022)

Sought feedback from staff via tour in all buildings (Jan-Feb 2022)
Started to create & align 3-5 year priorities matching Strategic Plan
(Mar 2022)

Reviewed & approved several Y5-12 tiered curriculum resources
Implemented priorities (Spring 2022 to Current)

o 2021-2022:less instructional time due to COVID-19 related absences,
impacting progress
