Dear Parents and Community Members:

We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER), which provides key
information on the 2021-22 educational progress for EMMONS LAKE ELEMENTARY. The AER
addresses the complex reporting information required by federal and state laws. The school’s
report contains information about student assessment, accountability, and teacher quality. If you
have any questions about the AER, please contact Dana Champion-Wigfield, Principal, for
assistance.

The AER is available for you to review electronically by visiting the following website, Emmons
Lake Elementary Annual Education Report, or you may review a copy in the main office at your
child’s school.

For the 2021-22 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance using
definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support
and Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student subgroup in
2021-22. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a student subgroup
performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2021-22. A
Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose performance was in the
lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a graduation rate at or below 67% in 2021-22. Some
schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these cases, no label is given.

The State of Michigan has not given Emmons Lake Elementary one of these labels.

Emmons Lake Elementary developed a building-wide systemic process to positively impact
student achievement. Trends in student achievement data indicate that we have opportunities
for growth in our core academic areas. Our staff has worked to address these through the
School Improvement Process. Our goal continues to be integrating a Multi-Tiered System of
Support (MTSS) across all core academic areas in which at least 80% of students are achieving
at desired levels and that the remaining are receiving the necessary support.

In addition, we have Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports (PBIS) in place to support a
tiered system of behavioral interventions for our students. The implementation and evaluation
of our MTSS structure will drive our professional development and School Improvement goals
over the next three to five years. We are confident that our Multi-Tiered System of Supports
(MTSS) provides a layered approach to teaching and learning by providing high quality
instruction for all students, intervention in key skill areas for some students, and intensive
intervention and support for those identified.
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The training and implementation of Capturing Kids’ Hearts (CKH) in Caledonia Community
Schools is another step in our continuing mission and vision of equipping all persons to achieve
their best and empowering all learners with the 21st-century skills necessary for lifelong success.
CKH is a relationship-building approach to creating a positive learning culture and climate. The
Capturing Kids’ Hearts mission is simple: To win kids’ hearts and lead them to their personal
best. It is not only about discipline and rules. While it does align with our core value of behavior
which is safe, responsible, respectful and kind, it goes beyond that and helps our students
grow as vital members of a self-managing group in school. These essential skills will help them
move forward with success in college, careers, and life. Capturing the hearts of our students and
creating a positive environment and culture is a top priority at Emmons Lake Elementary.

1. PROCESS FOR ASSIGNING PUPILS TO THE SCHOOL
Elementary School Pupil Assignment
Students are assigned to an elementary school in consideration of the following criteria:
A. Current enrollment and capacity: Students are enrolled in elementary schools
according to space available and maintaining equitable class sizes.
B. Location: We prioritize students being placed in the school closest to their home
residence. Our goal is to keep neighborhood children in the same schools.
C. Parent Preference: If space is available, we attempt to place students in the school of
their preference as long as parents know they will need to provide transportation.

Middle School Pupil Assignment
A. All incoming 5th and 6th grade students will attend Kraft Meadows Intermediate School
B. All incoming 7th and 8th grade students will attend Duncan Lake Middle School.

High School Pupil Assignment
All students in our district attend Caledonia High School
